+ As inbound vessels proceeding in the sea lanes bounded by the transit lines get closer to the entrance
of the Passage, the distance between them is too close for safe navigation.
These vessels should check with the Port in advance regarding the arrival or departure of large vessels.

Information on port arrival/departure of large vessels wp

+ In the sea lanes near the harbour limit south of the Kobe Chuo Passage, some vessels

. entering or leaving the Passage cross vessels proceeding in an east-west direction. :

+ Vessels' mast, antenna arrays, etc. must not interfere with aircraft departing from or landing at the
Kobe Airport.

 Vessels sometimes navigate behind the other vessels moored and anchored in the sea area near the
harbour limit. Please be aware of them.

« Vessels navigating the Kobe Chuo Passage must follow traffic control signals from Kobe Signal Station
No.1 and No.2.

Il Sea Area near Kobe Rokko Island Higashi Fairway

- Some vessels entering or leaving Amagasaki-Nishinomiya-Ashiya Area pass through Kobe Area.

- Car ferries and large vessels enter or leave Rokko Island.

+ Some vessels bound for the Kobe Chuo Passage from Hanshin Port Osaka Area navigate north of the
Kobe Rokko Island Higashi Fairway Central Light Buoy.
