【 3 】 Read the following passage and answer the questions below. 

When teaching children, maintaining discipline is very important. Without it, our learners can easily drift off 

task, be distracted, or at worst disruptive. However, this does not mean we need to be super strict with rules 

and enforcing them.  ①  We should also strive to be positive with the language we use – avoid “Don’t...” 

and “You mustn’t...” and go for “Always...” and ( A ) commands instead. Finally, too many rules can be 

confusing so it is best to stick to 4 or 5 simple ones.  ②  My primary class rules generally look like this: 

・ Always listen when someone is speaking 

・ Be on time and be ready 

・ Always be polite 

・ Ask before you take 

However, we also need to focus on the other aspects of classroom management as well.  ③  Learners at this 

age need to feel safe and secure when learning something new and a positive classroom atmosphere with a 

 ( B ) environment helps tremendously with this.  ④  If you always start the lessons with a familiar song or 

an active stretching routines, the children can relax and they know the lesson is about to begin.
