Peace of Mind for Your Child’s 
Sudden Fever or Illness:  
Sick Children’s Daycare 

 

When your child is ill, you can temporarily leave 

them at a “Sick Children’s Daycare” located in 

hospitals or clinics. 

Doctors, nurses, and childcare professionals are 

on-site to provide assistance. 

Eligibility: 

Children from 6 months old to elementary school 

age. 

In some cases, children who do not reside within 

Kobe City may also be accepted. 

 

Conditions for Use: 

You may leave your child at the sick children’s 

daycare when you cannot care for your sick child 

at home due to work or certain events (weddings, 

funerals, etc.) 

Fee: 

2,000 yen per child per day. 

Provision of lunch and snacks are charged 

separately.
